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Teaching TipHaiku Poetry (student samples

Here we have some student samples of haiku poetry from my afternoon wgtoup of eight. The drafts were created
in class during a regular fiftyinute period. Then the students were asked to take the writings home and think about h
they could best improve them. Several students came to the teacher to ask for suggestidmsi@n Finally, about one
week later, the students were asked to revise the first draft of both poems and turn in their creations for a grade. All
students in this group, a Level 4 IEP writing class at Pierce College in Lakewood, Washington, gawenperimse their
work published. The students seemed to enjoy the assignment and worked consistently to improve the unity of tone

effect in their selections.

This haiku exercise is a good one to use when we wish to foster creativity and sttidatiba to the manipulation of
various word forms to fit into a prselected format, in this case, arsb syllable pattern, which is the most commonly
prescribed haiku form. One good recommendation for its use in class is that the assignment can deégyathievels and
ages of students.

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Feature Article: Teaching ESL After 9/11

Looking retrospectively at September 11, 2001, and at the fundamentgbgi@eal changes that have occurred as a
result of that tragedy have madeemeconsider my role as an ESL instructor at the community college. What challenged
my thinking immediately after the terrorist attacks is exactly what challenges my thinking today.

The fundamental question is simply: What is the purpose of adeittiliy education? Is our purpose simply to provide
basic skills that will help immigrants survive in the American culture, or do we also have an obligation to encourage
critical thinking skills that help students learn how to read the culture around th&n&t is critical thinking, and how
can the aftermath of September 11, 2001, help students become critical thinkers?

Paulo Freire suggests that education is always a political process. Either we, as instructors, promote student inquiry
that may be ctical of the status quo, or we support the status quo with our neutrality. We have choices to make

decode the world. We can either be agenfssocial change or resist critical analysis by ignoring political debate. Our
students can become actively engaged in understanding world events, or simply
integrate themselves into the American culture without critical analysis.

Realizing the sidficance of introducing critical thinking skills into the ESL curriculum, | decided to review the EFF
Citizen Community Member Role Map which emphasizes staying informed:
1 Identify, monitor, and anticipate problems, community needs
1 Recognize human, legalnd civic rights and responsibilities that identify injustice and illegality
9 Figure out how the system ( that affects an issue) works
1 Identify how to have an impact and recognize that individuals can make a difference
9 Find, interpret, analyze, and use dise sources of information, including personal experience

With EFF Citizen Community Member Role criteria in mind, the task of introducing meaningful critical thinking topics
into the curriculum became easier. By using Mews For Yoib S ¢ w SPréd$ubileation, | was able to introduce
many critical thinking skill topics. However, the information was still abstract for many ESL students. | expressed my
frustration at not finding adequate critical thinking materials to one of the tutors who \ekned in the program. He
told me about a Japanese couple who had been interned during World War 1l. Immediately, | thought of how this coupl
might be of interest to my students, and how their story could also be of interest to me.

After meeting Frak Abe and his wife Kyio, who were in their nineties, | realized how important their story would be
to students who had never heard about the Japanese internment during World War Il. Frank, who was 96 years old, ar
his wife, Kyio who was 92 years old, @f sound mind; although, they did have to use a walker or wheel chair. They
agreed to be interviewed about their internment years in Poston, Arizona from-1943. | borrowed a video tape
camera from the college and interviewed them with a series ofstjaas | had written for the day (and had given earlier
to Frank and Kyio Abe). They were video taped for about one hour at their assisted living center, and they answered
approximately 25 questions. After the interview, we went to their room to previeswtidleo taped session. They were

Later in the summer, the video was shown to a class of immigrant women who were predominately Chinese. The
women ranged in age from 380 and ranged in ESL literacy from levésHowever, each of them understood the

trauma that Frank and Kyio had facetien they were forced to abruptly leave their farm to go to camp. The students
recognized the hardship that Kyio, three months pregnant, had borne as she departed for the internment camp. She al
had to leave her four yeanld son suffering from infectimimeasles in a hospital.

Frank told me stories of boredom, racism, and downright brutality. He was elected as a block leader and had some
political control of the housing units assigned to him. Frank and Kyio were born in the USA, ( and so wereedaturaliz
citizens) but during WW 1l they were treated as dremy.

The Chinese immigrant women had many questions concerning the Japanese internment and WW Il. This personalize
account suddenly opened up dialog for them to safely inquire about the rexlitsar hysteria, political leadership, and
racism. During the video some of the women were sad and crying in disbelief. Nevertheless, the video tape made an
impact upon their understanding of the Japanese internment that went beyond any written texinfEBnement video
